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CLC broadens reach

Thanks to the success of our Trorkeat School Program and your generous 
donations, we are now planning to assist even more struggling families.

Since 2008, CLC has helped 60 families and 120 children transform their 
lives in Trorkeat Village, Mesang District. They are now growing enough to 
eat and also selling produce for income. 

The children are all going to school. Families are learning about health, 
hygiene and good nutrition. Child rights training has seen the rate of child 
abuse and labour exploitation of children plummet and there has been no 
trafficking of children. 

It is anticipated that over the next two years (based on our present rate of 
project implementation) our project will have helped every poor family in 
Trorkeat. We will monitor this closely and regularly evaluate our progress.

When we know that all Trorkeat Village families have their basic needs met, 
our program will gradually transfer to the next desperately poor village.  
As such, we are changing the name of our Trokeat School Program,  
to the Mesang Village Development Project. 

Mesang is one of the poorest districts in Cambodia. 

We look forward to continuing our approach family by family –  
a hand up, not a hand out.

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Tax deductible donations available now

After much hard work, CLC Melbourne has finally achieved tax deductibility 
status, which we hope will broaden our appeal to a much wider donation base! 

Through forming a partnership with the Global Development Group, we can 
now access their tax deductibility status, as well as provide an extra level of 
accountability for money raised.

Global Development Group is a Non-Government Organisation (NGO) 
carrying out humanitarian projects with approved partners and providing  
aid to relieve poverty.

Global Development Group accounts for every dollar received. External 
audits are conducted by an authorised external CPA to ASIC and ACFID 
requirements, to ensure that donations are not lost or wasted. Global 
Development Group staff, both here in Australia and overseas, monitor  
and visit projects to make certain that all funds are properly used.

As with all tax deductible organisations, a small amount of donations (7.5%) 
made via Global Fund Development is used to cover administrative fees, 
however you can still choose to donate directly to CLC if you do not wish to 
claim it back on tax.
